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APRESENTACAO

Promovido pelas Faculdades Integradas Espirita - FIES (através do Curso Livre de Parapsicologia, Centro
Integrado de Pesquisa Experimental - CIPE e Instituto Nacional de Pesquisas Psicobiofisicas - INPP) e pelo Instituto
Pernambucano de Pesquisas Psicobiofisicas (IPPP), o V Encontro Psi: a variedade das experiéncias humanas
ocorre de 4 a 6 de Setembro de 2009, na cidade de Recife, PE, sendo realizado conjuntamente com o XXVII
Simp6sio Pernambucano de Parapsicologia. Estes eventos visam estimular o desenvolvimento interdisciplinar e
cientifico destas areas, promovendo a integracdo de pesquisadores de diferentes paises. Busca também oferecer a
sociedade os conhecimentos produzidos, visando uma a¢éo de retorno e integracéo social.

O tema central do V Encontro Psi (a variedade das experiéncias humanas) prop6e a reflexdo e a busca do
entendimento da ampla variedade de experiéncias psi que ocorrem no cotidiano das pessoas, através de diversas
abordagens, tais como, a da fisica, bioldgica, psicoldgica, filoséfica, das ciéncias sociais, dos estudos transpessoais
entre outros. Inspira-se também no livro Varieties of anomalous experience: examining the scientific evidence (As
variedades das experiéncias andmalas: examinando a evidéncia cientifica), editado pela American Psychological
Association (Cardefia, Lynn, Krippner, 2000) o qual cobre uma diversidade de experiéncias humanas (entre elas as
experiéncias relacionadas a psi) as quais tem sido frequentemente ignoradas pela ciéncia académica. No entanto
esta situacdo mostra claros sinais de mudanca, incluindo a publicacéo do referido livro e as pesquisas (ao nivel de
mestrado e doutorado) realizadas nos departamentos de psicologia de vérias universidades espalhadas pelo mundo,
com destaque para o Reino Unido.

No Brasil cabe um destaque para o departamento de Psicologia Social e do Trabalho do Instituto de
Psicologia da Universidade de Sdo Paulo, o qual também tem produzido dissertacbes e teses com temas
relacionados a psi. Outro importante desenvolvimento dentro deste instituto foi a recente criacdo do: Inter Psi -
Laboratério de Psicologia Anomalistica e Processos Psicossociais. Em paralelo e interagindo com o ambiente
universitario, existem, em varios paises e também no Brasil, organizacées, como centros educacionais e de
pesquisa. O IPPP é um exemplo destas organizagdes, alids, uma das mais antigas do Brasil, fundada em janeiro de
1973, em Recife. Tendo sido declarada de Utilidade Publica Estadual e Municipal, realiza congressos e simpdsios,
cursos basicos e de formacao de parapsicologos e pesquisas (de casos espontaneos e de laboratério). Também
publica livros e oferece, gratuitamente, orientacdo e aconselhamento a pessoas com problemas relacionados aos
fendbmenos psi.

E com a decisiva colaboracdo do IPPP que o Encontro Psi, a partir desta 5a edicdo passa a ser anual,
sendo sediado alternadamente na cidade de Curitiba e em outras cidades brasileiras ou Latino-Americanas. A
manutenc¢do desta proposta dependerd do desenvolvimento da rede de cooperagado entre institui¢bes ligadas a esta
area de pesquisa, 0 que, alias, € uma das propostas do Encontro Psi.

Este fato pode, talvez, representar um avanco efetivo no estimulo ao desenvolvimento
quantitativo e qualitativo das pesquisas psi no Brasil, nos trazendo muita alegria. Mas, outro
fato nos trouxe muita tristeza este ano, um dos maiores incentivadores e apoiadores do
Encontro Psi e também da pesquisa psi em nosso pais, o Professor Octavio Melchiades
Ulysséa (fotografia), veio a falecer em 11 de junho. O professor Ulysséa estava com 78
anos, ele foi o fundador (junto com sua esposa Neyda Nerbass Ulysséa) e diretor-
geral das Faculdades Integradas "Espirita". O projeto das FIES foi idealizado ha
mais de 40 anos, juntamente com sua esposa e um grupo de amigos. O
embrido da instituicdo foi o Centro Social de Educagdo André Luiz, que

atendia em média 700 criangas gratuitamente. Apés varios anos de
experiéncia educacional € que finalmente, em 1974, o sonho se
L e concretizou com formagdo do  Campus , vo Homey
Universitario Bezerra de Menezes e, 2
consequentemente, da Faculdade de Ciéncias Humanas e Sociais, que em 1997
tornou-se Faculdades Integradas "Espirita".

Em seu projeto, no formato de mandala com 4 niveis, o professor
Ulysséa entende que um nlcleo filosofico (1) é necessario para irradiar os
principios e as diretrizes filoséficas para todo o Centro Universitario. Tendo por
obrigacdo assegurar no mundo universitario de maneira institucional a presenca
dos principios espiritualistas face as grandes questdes da sociedade
contemporanea. Na segunda camada (2) estd a educacdo formal, € o campo
universitario de ensino superior profissionalizante. O terceiro nivel (3) é destinado a
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promover o desenvolvimento de processos relacionados aos conhecimentos emergentes que estdo além das
fronteiras dos parametros académicos formais, consagrados. Tem a funcdo de transcender. Um aspecto da
multiversidade é a educacdo para a interdependéncia, e que ndo deve depender tdo somente da oferta de
disciplinas, destinando-se a promover estudos interculturais. Neste espaco situa-se o Curso livre de Parapsicologia
das FIES, criado na década de 80 pelo Prof. Ulysséa, o CIPE, o INPP e muitos outros institutos e centros. E um
campo de gestacdo de abordagens emergentes que podem se tornar formais com o tempo, como foi o caso dos
Cursos de Yoga e Naturoterapia, 0os quais nasceram neste nivel e hoje constituem cursos seqlienciais superiores
(educagdo formal), sendo implantados em outras instituicdes educacionais. O ultimo nivel (4) do projeto inclui os
Multicentros, ou as unidades envolvidas com a pratica de estagios e aplicacdo, que executam programas
extensionistas através de obras construidas funcionando em carater semi-autbnomos; vinculadas ao espaco
universitario e/ou multiversitério.

E dentro deste projeto e contexto que o Encontro Psi (compondo a multiversidade) surge e se desenvolve,
buscando: a) estimular a pesquisa de uma variedade de experiéncias humanas (fendmenos psi) muito relatadas
entre as pessoas, mas ainda relativamente pouco estudadas cientificamente; b) integrar ciéncia e espiritualidade,
razdo pela qual a Jornada de Estados Modificados de Consciéncia - EMCs (na sua 42 edicdo) ocorre
simultaneamente ao encontro, oportunizando aos participantes vivenciarem ou assistirem diferentes atividades
favoraveis aos EMCs, em contextos culturais e/ou religiosos diversificados e ¢) estimular interages multi e trans-
culturais, sentido da énfase dada aos resumos em diferentes idiomas e da busca de contato com pesquisadores de
vérias culturas. Enfim, um encontro produto de multiplas colaboracdes, voltado a conectar esfor¢cos diversificados
com objetivos colaborativos relativamente comuns; a estimular a emergéncia de novo paradigma (de
conhecimentos, experiéncias, percepcdes e atitudes) que possa incluir e legitimar a grande variedade de
experiéncias humanas.

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PRESENTATION

Promoted by Faculdades Integradas Espirita (through its Open Parapsychology Course, the Integrated
Center of Experimental Research - CIPE - and the National Institute of Psycho Biophysics Research - INPP) and by
the Instituto Pernambucano de Pesquisas Psicobiofisicas (IPPP), the 5th Psi Meeting: the varieties of human
experiences is being held inthe city of Recife, state of Pernanbuco, Brazil, beginning late in the afternoon on the 4th
of September 2009 and ending in the night on the 6th of the same month. The 5th Psi Meeting is accomplished jointly
with the 27th Parapsychology Symposium of Pernambuco. The Psi Meeting is a Parapsychology professional event
that aims to stimulate the scientific development in the area, promoting the integration of researchers from several
countries. It also seeks to spread the knowledge produced in the area into society, aiming at social integration and
feedback.

Through several approaches (e.g., physics, biology, psychology, philosophy, social sciences, transpersonal
studies) the central theme of the 5th Psi Meeting (the Variety of the Human Experiences) focuses on the discussion
and attempts at understanding the wide variety of psi experiences that happen to people in daily life. This central
theme is also inspired by the book Varieties of the anomalous experiences: examining the scientific evidence, edited
by the American Psychological Association (Cardefa, Lynn, & Krippner, 2000). The contributors to the book discuss
a diversity of human experiences (among them psi-related experiences) that have often been ignored by mainstream
science. However this situation seems to show clear signs of change, including the publication of APA book and the
researches theses (for masters and doctoral degrees) carried out in the psychology departments of several United
Kingdom universities, and in several other countries around the world. In Brazil a prominent place should be given to
the University of Sdo Paulo, Psychology Institute, Work and Social Psychology Department, which has also been
producing masters and doctoral degrees about psi-related topics. Another important development within this Institute
is the founding of Inter Psi - Laboratério de Psicologia Anomalistica e Processos Psicossociais (Inter Psi -
Anomalistic Psychology and Psychosocial Processes Laboratory).

In parallel, and interacting with the academic environment, there are in several countries, and also in Brazil,
several organizations, including educational and research centers. The Instituto Pernambucano de Pesquisas
Psicobiofisicas (IPPP) is an example of one of these organizations, in fact, one of the oldest of Brazil, founded in
January of 1973, in Recife. Having been declared of State and Municipal Public Resource, the IPPP promotes
congress and symposia, basic and parapsychology formation courses, and investigations (of both spontaneous
cases and laboratory studies). The IPPP also publishes books and offers, free of charge, orientation and support to
people with problems related to psi phenomena. Starting with the current meeting, and with the crucial collaboration

of the IPPP, the Psi Meeting will be held yearly. The event will not only be held in the city of Curitiba,
but also in other Brazilian or Latin America cities. Such plans will depend on the development of
the collaboration network between psi research institutions, which, in fact, is one of the goals of
the Psi Meeting.

This fact may represent progress in stimulating Brazilian and/or Latin America's psi
research, which will bring us great satisfaction. Unfortunately, this year has brought us
great sadness. One of the greatest supporters and promoters of the Psi Meeting, and
of Brazilian psi researches, Professor Octavio Melchiades Ulysséa (picture), died
on June 11. Professor Ulysséa was 78 years old and he was the founder
(with his wife Neyda Nerbass Ulysséa), and general director, of the
Faculdades Integradas Espirita - FIES (Spiritualist Integrated Colleges).
Together with his wife and a group of friends, the FIES project was
conceptualized by him more than 40 years ago.
The FIES embryo was the André Luiz
Education Social Center, which assisted about 700 children free of charge. After
several years of education experience, in 1974, the dream came true with the
founding of the Bezerra de Menezes’ Academic Campus, and, consequently, of
the Humanities and Social Sciences College, that in 1997 became the Spiritualist
Integrated Colleges.
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In his project (with the format of a four levels mandala) Professor Ulysséa
understood that a philosophical nucleus (1) is necessary to irradiate the
beginnings and the philosophical guidelines for the Academic Center in general. To
face the contemporary society’s great subjects, he believed that this nucleus should
assure the presence of spiritualistic ideals in the academic world.
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The second level of the mandala (2) is formal education; it is the university field of higher vocational
education.

The third level (3) is destined to promote the development of processes related to emerging knowledge that
is outside of the formal academic boundaries. In other words, it has a transcending function. An aspect of the
multiversity is the education for interdependence, one that should not only depend on the disciplines offered, being
designed to promote cross-cultural studies. It is in this level that the FIES Parapsychology Open Course is located. It
was created in the 70s by Prof. Ulysséa. The CIPE, INPP and many other institutes and centers are in this space as
well. It is a gestational field for emerging approaches that can become formalized in time, as was the case of the
Yoga and Nature therapy Courses, which were conceived in this level and today are recognized superior sequential
courses (representing formal education), having been implanted in other educational institutions. The last level (4) of
the project’'s mandala includes the Multicenter, or the units involved with the practice of apprenticeships and
application, which executes extension programs.

It is inside of this project and context that the Psi Meeting (composing the multiversity or 3™ level) arises and
grows, attempting a) to stimulate research into a variety of human experiences (such as psi phenomena), very often
reported among people, but still generally scientifically neglected; b) to integrate science and spirituality, a reason for
the Journey of Altered States of Consciousness - ASCs (in its 4th appearance) that happens simultaneously with the
Psi Meeting and that gives participants an opportunity to experience and attend favorable environments for ASCs (in
diversified religious and cultural contexts), and c) to stimulate multi-cultural and trans-cultural interactions, with an
emphasis given to the abstracts in different languages and for the opportunities to contact researchers from several
cultures.

Finally, this is a Meeting that is the product of multiple and cross-cultural collaborations, aiming to connect
diversified efforts with relatively common collaborative goals and to facilitate to the emergence of a new paradigm of
knowledge, experiences, perceptions and attitudes that can include and legitimate the great variety of human
experiences.
